He
is the Creator and Sustainer of all things. He was conceived by the Holy Spirit and
born of the virgin Mary, truly God and fruly human. He lived a sinless life and died
for our sins. He was buried, rose from the dead in bodily form and ascended into
heaven. Jesus is King of the universe and Head of the Church - His people whom
He has redeemed. He will return to gather His people to Himself, to judge all
people and bring in the consummation of God’s Kingdom. 2

The Holy Spirit proceeds from the Father and the Son. He convicts people of their
sin, leads them to repentance, creates faith within them and regenerates them.
He is the source of their new, sanctified life bringing forth His fruit in the lives of
believers. He gifts believers according fo His sovereign will, enabling them to
serve God.3
